Transcription factor CP2c-targeting peptide (ACP52), which consists of 6 amino acids and impairs CP2c transcription factor complex formation,
shows cancer cell-specific apoptosis in an independent CP2c transcriptional activity.

Description of Technology

Cancer cells show CP2¢c oncogenic addition. CP2c is a transcription factor overexpressing in most cancer cells of diverse origins and functions as an oncogene. CP2c-
targeting 6 amino acids peptide (ACP52, NYPQRP) impairs the formation of the CP2c transcription factor complex (homotetramer or heterohexamer) and inhibits
DNA binding ability of the CP2c complex.
